The issue of the course is to broaden and to extend knowledge acquired during the philosophy of science (OMN) course. Various methods used in philosophy are discussed against a background of human knowledge, against a question of their application, and a problem of philosophy as an autonomous enterprise in relation to other types of knowledge (i.e. common knowledge, science, religion, wisdom etc)


The practical result of the course is acquisition of analytical ability to recognize methods applied in philosophical texts, i.e. what comprehensive claims and philosophical hypothesis are defended, how the arguments are constructed, what are their limits and expectations. We address not only to traditional methods in philosophy (syntactic-semantic aspect), but also to practical one (pragmatic aspect) like logic of argumentation and critical thinking.
